     Kindness is not only shown by physical action. Kind words to the one in need or the animal that is hurt will sometimes heal wounds that cannot be seen. Likewise, unkind words can sometimes inflict a more serious wound than a bleeding cut. 

     Kindness will go a step farther than the response of a hurting person or animal. It will also help to heal the heart of a person showing the kindness. An act of kindness will make you feel proud and good about yourself. While being mean will harden your heart and make it cold. 

BENEDICTION:

Lead us to be kind to our fellow man, the animals you have put on this world and to the Earth itself. Keep us always on the lookout for an opportunity to bring some kindness into an unkind world. Discussion

    What does bravery really mean? Is a brave man a war hero? How about an astronaut, an explorer, a street gang member, or a movie star? Maybe and maybe not! Bravery can be seen in the everyday life of even the most ordinary man. Bravery comes in many forms and sometimes is not very obvious. 

    It is a brave man that stands for what he believes in. A brave man stands by his family when there are problems to be solved. The man who gets out of bed every morning and goes to his job and provides for his family is a brave man. A coward would run away and say that he can not handle the pressures that his everyday life bring on him. 

    A brave man will stand for his God when others will not. It is easy to stand in the middle of your church and pray to your God. Is it easy for you to tell your friends that you believe there is a God? Some times it can take as much bravery to tell someone you don't know or even your friends about your feelings or beliefs. 

    If you were ever to come on to an accident and someone is badly hurt, maybe someone you know? Will you find the courage to stay calm, think and give the most help you can possibly give? Or, will you lose control and be of no use to anyone, maybe even getting hurt yourself? 

    A Scout shows conviction and bravery when he is not afraid to tell someone he knows in school that he is a Scout and that he does wear his uniform. His friends who are not Scouts may laugh and make fun, but that Scout can prove to everyone and more importantly that he is a brave man because he stood for what he believes in.

The reading

Discussion

    When should we be clean? Is being clean keeping our clothes washed and our hair combed? Well, that helps, but there is more to being clean than brushing our teeth and wiping our feet before going inside a building. 

    The Scout Law tells us to be morally straight. This is another way of being clean. Drunkenness and wicked thoughts and deeds are a form of uncleanliness. These are the ones that are the easiest to fall into and find ourselves unclean. Not only are we unclean in our own lives, but God sees us living an unclean life. He will remember and we will be held accountable for our actions. 

    Using drugs causes our bodies to be unclean and dysfunctional. Fighting, being mean to others and causing property damage are also forms of uncleanliness. Being involved in this type of activity just to fit in with your friends and be popular is unwise and your unclean life will catch up to you and God will remember. 

    Although our outward appearance is not the only form of cleanliness that should concern us, it is an important part of living in a community. Outward appearance of cleanliness can be an indication of the man's inner thoughts. If a man holds unclean thoughts and lives an unclean life, it can be reflected in the clothes he wears. Be weary of judging a man's character because of the way he is dressed. However, many times a man's inner thoughts are reflected in his appearance and deeds. 

BENEDICTION:

Lead us to be clean in our daily lives. Help us to be brave and resist the offer of drugs and alcohol. Give us strength to keep ourselves physically strong, mentally awake and morally straight.
